Catalina 22 Fleet Captain, Mike Rafuse,

May 3rd 2008, a day that shall live in infamy, was the day a
catamaran beat a monohull over a 15 mile course, after giving
him an 85 minute and 3 seconds head start. Well, it just goes
to show you, that FLYC needs to change the format or the

system of handicapping a pursuit race.

Seriously, the authewh o r aces both -mult
thinks that the present system is pretty good at FLYC, but
the last two years races illustrate problems at both extremes

of wind velocity.

In the 2007 TransFolsom, all of the monohulls experienced
winds that were in excess of necessary winds to reach hull-
speed, so that wind was wasted on them and the multihull
was able to use more of the available wind with a higher hull-

speed; less wasted air.

This year the tables were turned, in that the monohulls

coul dndt reach hull speed du
catamaran was able to generate higher winds (apparent
winds) and again excelled in boat speed albeit averaging 3.1

mph vs 2.6 for the leading monohull.

My feelings are, that with-80 mph winds, a 85 minute head
start, the right wind direction and a good crew, a monohull
should be able to average 6+ mph and finish the course in
under 4 hours while the Multi would need to average-12
to finish at the same ti me.
speed of the true wind, and the math says they would need

10+ mph winds all day.

Another consideration, is, that the boats in the back get to
learn from the mistakes, and successes, of the boats in front
of them. | feel this is significant in this case as yours truly and
crew, had a significant (400 yar@sminute) lead over the
winning monohull and saw it disappear in 3 minutes, twice,
when the winning boat sailed a different course as did the

winning multihull.

Also if the wind is blowing on a lake there are shore effects
and some amount of luck. On this day the wind started from
the NW at the start line and down toward the Dam but
shifted to the NE approaching the peninsula and was from
the SE for a while going up the north fork. | was playing the
middle as the forecast called for new wind from the NW and
didndét want to be too close t
filled in from the NW behind me, and there goes a 6 minute
lead. On the way out of the north fork the eventual winners
stayed on the west side and got the better wind. Staying near

the shore paid this day.

Unfortunately the results of this race ended up with a Pro-
test Committee (Da Judge) and the outcome was no

changes but some recommendations to the FLYC board.

My conclusion, maybe FLYC needs to use Portsmouth rat-
ings for all boats! But there was good sailing, a good pace
boat, lousy winds and some luck involved. Congratulations
to Dave & Randy on the monohull and Carl & Sy on the

multihull
